BLOCK 1. READING COMPREHENSION (5 puntos)

Nota importante: Si el/la estudiante, en este bloque de reading comprehension, respondiera a un total de 6
ejercicios (es decir, hiciera todos de la opcion Ay todos de la opcion B, A.1-2-3 y B.1-2-3), la puntuacion del
BLOCK 1 sera directamente 0 puntos. Ahora bien, si el/la estudiante simplemente mezclara opciones, pues
puede ser un hecho inconsciente, realizando un total de 3 ejercicios (por ejemplo, A.1 y luego B.2 y B.3, o
B.1 y B.2 y luego A.3), la puntuacion del BLOCK 1 se basara en la de la opcion con puntuacion mas alta.
Por ejemplo, si ellla estudiante ha hecho A.1 con bastante exactitud (p. gj., 1,5 puntos) pero se ha
desempenado peor, aun pasandose a la otra opcion, al responder a preguntas sobre el texto (B.2) y a
‘sindbnimos’ (B.3), obteniendo 0,75 puntos entre ambos, la puntuacion del bloque seria 1,5 puntos sobre 5,
pero no la suma de los tres ejercicios (2,25 puntos). Igualmente, si el mal desempefo se produjera al hacer
True or False + preguntas de una opcion (0,5 puntos aun sumados ambos, que pueden proporcionar hasta
4 puntos), pero con exactitud plena en ‘sinonimos’ (= 1 punto) al haberse pasado consciente o
inconscientemente a la otra opcion, la puntuacion del bloque seria 1 punto pero no la suma de los tres
ejercicios (1,5 puntos), al proceder la suma de una mezcla de opciones.

- Ejercicio A.1 o B.1 (2 puntos)

Se otorgara un punto a cada frase, siempre que tanto la denotacion de verdadero o falso como su
justificacion sean correctas. Estos aspectos se corregiran y puntuaran de la siguiente manera:

a) En la denotacion solamente se aceptaran como respuestas validas tanto “T” o “F” (representando “True” o
“False” respectivamente) como las palabras “True” o “False” enteras. Ambos tipos de respuesta recibiran
exactamente la misma puntuacion. De usarse las iniciales citadas, solamente se aceptaran si las letras “T" y
“F” estan escritas de forma clara, pero nunca se aceptara su traduccion al espanol u otra lengua; p. €j., “V”
(representando “Verdadero”, o la palabra entera). Si se diera el caso de traducciéon de la denotacién al
espafiol u otra lengua, sea con inicial o con palabra entera, pero la justificacion fuera correcta, entonces se
otorgara 0,5 puntos a cada frase.

b) En el caso de que la justificacion sea excesiva en nimero de palabras, se podra otorgar medio punto por
frase. No puntuaran aquellas respuestas en las que la denotacion de “True” o “False” (o “T" o “F") no vaya
acompafiada de su correspondiente justificacion o bien ésta sea incorrecta. Tampoco puntuaran aquellas
respuestas en las que la justificacion no vaya acompafada de su correspondiente denotacion de “True” o
“False” (o “T” o “F”) o bien ésta sea incorrecta. Asimismo, no puntuaran aquellas respuestas en las que la
justificaciéon no sea una cita textual del texto. No puntuaran, por tanto, ni aquellas respuestas en las que la
justificacion sea una parafrasis de un fragmento del texto, ni aquellas que sean solamente los niameros de
linea del texto en los que se encuentra dicha justificacién. La respuesta puntuara, aunque la justificacidon no
aparezca entre comillas; la puntuacién sera la misma con comillas o sin comillas. El alumnado debera
escribir toda la informaciéon presente en el texto de lectura que sea relevante para determinar que la
respuesta al enunciado de cada item del ejercicio es verdadero o falso, pero si se quiere omitir informacién
por ser esta secundaria 0 menos relevante para justificar la respuesta elegida, en aras de ganar tiempo para
el resto del examen o destacar la parte principal de la justificacion, el estudiante debera reemplazar esa
informacion secundaria 0 menos relevante con paréntesis y puntos suspensivos, (...); en otras palabras, el
simbolo (...) no puede usarse para no copiar aquella informacién del texto de lectura que avala con
rotundidad y claridad que la respuesta a cada item del ejercicio es verdadero o falso, ni tampoco se puede
romper o partir la unidad argumental y sintactica que muestren las palabras de la justificacion sin indicarlo
con (...).

- Ejercicio A.2 0 B.2 (2 puntos)
Se otorgara un punto a cada una de las respuestas, valorando en igual medida la comprension (hasta 0,5
puntos) y la correccion linglistica (hasta 0,5 puntos).

Esta cuestion trata de evaluar no solo la comprensidn sino la capacidad de comunicar informacion deducida
de la lectura. Se intentara evitar, por tanto, la reproduccion literal de expresiones del texto. Si la respuesta
es incompleta, se descontara 0,25 puntos. Asimismo, si incluye informacion que no aparece en el texto, se
descontara 0,25 puntos. Si la respuesta del estudiante es lisa y llanamente una copia literal de palabras o
frases del texto de lectura la puntuacién sera directamente CERO.

- Ejercicio A.3 0 B.3 (1 punto)
Se otorgara 0,25 puntos a cada una de las respuestas, cuatro en total. Esta cuestion trata de evaluar la
comprension del texto y el valor semantico de algunos de los términos que en él aparecen. Por ello, la
respuesta nunca podra ser un hiperénimo; por ejemplo, si el elemento que ha de buscarse en el texto debe
corresponder a la palabra “pigeon” y en el texto salieran tanto “dove” como “bird”, la respuesta valida solo
seria “dove”, por significar ‘small white pigeon’ y porque “bird” es simplemente el hiperénimo de “pigeon” y
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“dove”, el cual, de elegirse, puntuaria con 0. Otro ejemplo seria el uso de una palabra como la forma verbal
“cautioned”, que deberia llevar a “warned” (pues también es sobre algo dificil o peligroso) y no a “advised”,
aunque ambas fueran palabras del texto; la eleccion de “advised” se puntuaria con 0.

Finalmente, la categoria gramatical de las respuestas debe coincidir con la de las palabras usadas en cada
enunciado. Por ejemplo, ‘really, truly’ debe llevar a otro adverbio, 0 a un sintagma preposicional con la
misma funcion sintactica, y no a un adjetivo (si “genuine” saliera en el texto, esta respuesta valdria O puntos
por ser un adjetivo, a pesar de la conexion semantica con la raiz ‘true’, mientras que “actually” seria correcta
por la doble conexion semantica y gramatical de tal palabra con ‘really, truly’; igualmente, ‘initially’ podria
llevar a “in the beginning”, y viceversa); del mismo modo, un item como ‘false’, adjetivo, tendria a otro
adjetivo como respuesta correcta, “fake”, y no a un adverbio como “deceitfully” por mucho que también
aparezca en el texto.

BLOCK 2. USE OF ENGLISH (REPHRASING)

-Ejercicio A.4 o B.4 (2 puntos)

Se concedera 0,5 puntos a cada frase completada correctamente. Se valorara la adecuaciéon semantica
(0,25 puntos) y la correccion de la estructura morfosintactica (0,25 puntos) mas que los detalles de
ortografia.

BLOCK 3. WRITING

-Ejercicio A.5 o B.5 (3 puntos)
La calificacion sera directamente CERO si no se responde al tema con el género (tipo de texto) solicitado
(ensayo, resefia o e-mail), haya adecuacion tematica o no, debido a que el enunciado del ejercicio ya es
muy claro de por si al respecto, por mencionar explicitamente y en este orden género, tema y orientacion
(prop6sito comunicativo).

La redaccion se corregira atendiendo a un conjunto de aspectos y no solo a la correccion gramatical y
ortografica. Asi debera tenerse en cuenta: la adecuacion a la tarea, el dominio del léxico, la organizacion de
ideas, la coherencia, la creatividad, la capacidad para transmitir un mensaje, etc. La puntuacién se
distribuira del siguiente modo:

- Hasta 1 punto por la organizacién y presentacion de ideas, y la coherencia en la exposicién.
- Hasta 1 punto por la correccion y variedad gramatical.
- Hasta 1 punto por la utilizacién adecuada del Iéxico, variedad del mismo, y riqueza informativa.

Respecto a la organizacion y presentacion de ideas, y la coherencia en la exposicion se valoraran los
siguientes aspectos:

- Correspondencia con la tarea concreta que se solicita. Si el tipo de texto escrito no se corresponde
claramente con el tipo de texto que se solicita, se descontaran 3 puntos; por ejemplo, si escriben
un texto argumentativo cuando se les pide que escriban una narraciéon o una descripcion, o si
escriben una mera descripcion si se les pide que recomienden o se posicionen sobre algo. No
obstante, aun cuando la respuesta cumpla con el género textual y con el tema o propdsito
comunicativo solicitados, debera considerarse si el desempefio en los siguientes aspectos es el
adecuado, pudiendo detraerse hasta 1 punto.

- Comprension del texto y de las distintas oraciones.

- Claridad y desarrollo de las ideas.

- Organizacion apropiada del contenido en parrafos.

- Uso apropiado (pero no excesivo) de conectores del discurso.

- Puntuacién correcta.

Respecto a la correccién y variedad gramatical se valoraran los siguientes aspectos:
- Uso con razonable correccion de estructuras gramaticales y elementos morfolégicos.
- Variedad en las estructuras gramaticales y en el tipo de oraciones (teniendo en cuenta el nivel).
- Uso de oraciones completas (con sus elementos sintacticos basicos).
- Uso correcto de la ortografia.

Respecto a la utilizacion adecuada del léxico, variedad del mismo, y riqueza informativa se valoraran los
siguientes aspectos:

Léxico adecuado para la tarea y el nivel.

Correcto uso del léxico (teniendo en cuenta el nivel).

Variedad en el uso del léxico y ausencia de repeticiones.

Suficiente contenido relevante.

Se penalizara que el texto incluya rodeos vacios para sumar palabras o que el numero de palabras de la
respuesta sea inferior al minimo requerido o superior al maximo requerido, calculando el/ la propio/a Vocal
Corrector/a dicha penalizacion dentro del criterio de correccion relacionado con la organizacién y
presentacion de ideas.
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Se valorara el buen uso de la lengua y la adecuada notacion cientifica, que los correctores podran bonificar
con un maximo de un punto. Por los errores ortograficos, la falta de limpieza en la presentacion y la
redaccion defectuosa podra bajarse la calificacion hasta un punto.
