b) Descriptive writing. Heroes and heroines.

WRITE A PARAGRAPH describing your hero/heroine (past or present). It can be a fiction character or
a real person. You must include, at least, your hero/heroine’s name; a physical description; some of
his/her personality traits; and why he/she is your hero/heroine. (Remember: Don’t tell a story involving
your hero/heroine; describe him/her!)

c) Opinion writing. /n small doses, boredom (i.e., the state of being bored) can be beneficial for children. Do
you agree?

WRITE AN OPINION PARAGRAPH/TEXT. Make sure you adopt a position and then provide the
necessary arguments to convince your reader of it.

d) Email writing. Your email pal from Canada, with whom you practice your English, suggested in his/her last
email that he/she does not have many plans for the summer.

WRITE AN EMAIL to your email pal to find out what his/her plans are and invite him/her to come and
spend some time with you if he/she has the time. Make sure your invitation includes a detailed plan of
the activities you would do and the places you would visit during his/her stay here.
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
